SEA MULLET — Caught along the coast using sink nets

Sea Mullets are a very tasty, saltwater fish caught in the Atlantic Ocean. They are called Kingfish by folks
north of us, Whiting in the Florida area and Sea Mullet or Virginia Mullet in our area. Local fishermen call
them Roundheads. Sea Mullet is a very mild, firm fish that is a favorite with local residents. Locally, it is
most often fried and served with french fries, slaw and hush puppies.
